To The Ends Of The Earth! 

"In that day the root 

of Jesse will stand 

as a banner for the 

peoples; the nations 

will rally to him, and his resting 

place will be glorious." (Isaiah 

11:10) 

Isaiah 11 has become one of my 

favorite prophecies about Jesus, 

the Messiah. The Lord will usher 

in the culmination of the age 

when the wolf will live with the 

lamb and the earth will be filled 

with the knowledge of the Lord. 

(11:6 & 9) 

The word nations is used differ-

ently in our day than when it was 

written in the Bible. When Jesus 

commands us to "make disciples 

of all nations," the word he uses 

for nation is the Greek word 

"ethne," like ethnic groups or 

people groups. The meaning of a 

people group has to do with 

shared language, culture, herit-

age, beliefs, and geography. It is 

estimated that there are 17,000 

people groups in the world, with 

over 6,000 of these isolated from 

the Gospel. 

Jesus will rally all people groups 

to himself, giving each one an 

opportunity to hear and receive 

the Good News and then his glo-

ry will reign forever. But not until 

then! 
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Eternity In Their Hearts 

Our God is so great! In Ecclesiastes 3:11 it says, “Yet God has 

made everything beautiful for its own time. He has planted eterni-

ty in the human heart, but even so, people cannot see the whole 

scope of God’s work from beginning to end.” (NLT) In this verse we 

see that God in His infinite wisdom has placed something in the 

hearts of people that draws people individually to Him. 

When we start looking at reaching people groups the idea of es-

tablishing a Church Planting Movement (CPM) promotes the idea 

of entire families, even extended families making the decision to 

follow the Lord Jesus. 

In the nineteen eighties a missionary by the name of Don Rich-

ardson published a book called Eternity in Their Hearts. The 

premise of the book was that God not only placed something in 

the individual hearts of people, but He also placed a prior witness 

in their cultures. Richardson was an anthropologist as well as a 

missionary. He demonstrates how animistic tribes all around the 

world, with no apparent exposure to orthodox religious instruc-

tion, grasped the gospel message. This is made possible because 

God was already there, working in their midst, as a prior witness. 

This prior witness culturally prepared the various people for when 

the Gospel came to them and their people. 

In Don Richardson’s case it was the concept of the Peace Child. 

Don and his family worked among a tribal group in New Guinea 

called the Sawi people. They were cannibalistic and the greatest 

virtue of their society was that of betrayal. Consequently the Sawi 

were in a state of continual warfare among the various tribal 

groups. After Don translated the Sawi language so he could com-

municate with them, as he was teaching he came to the part 

where Judas betrayed Jesus to the Chief Priests.

Perseverance Camp

a camp for people who we minis-

ter to who live on the streets. We had 40 partici-

pants in total; 25 who came straight off the 

streets affected by various drugs and/or alcohol 

and 15 men who were already enrolled in rehab 

programs. It was a very intense 5 days, but it 

was amazing to see how God worked through 

the week of the camp. Each day we had morning 

and evening services with testimonials from 

those who God rescued  

My Personal Experience  

My time at the camp was very hard, but 100% 

worth it! I was one of the leaders of a room 

where three women from the street stayed. It 

was intense and a bit overwhelming at the start 

of the week to be sleeping in a room with wom-

en whom I didn’t know and who were detoxing 

from drugs. It was definitely a new experience 

and was a big stretch for me with my limited 

Português.

Judas became the hero of the story. 

Discouraged because he couldn’t find a way to 

communicate the Gospel to these tribal people 

and because the warfare between the different 

tribes was escalating to the point that he and 

his family were in danger, Don called the tribal 

leaders together and told them he and his fami-

ly could not stay where they were not safe.  

The tribal leaders did not want them to leave. 

To make peace between the war-ing factions 

they performed a ceremony where the Chief of 

one tribe would give his son to the Chief of the 

other tribe and as long as the child lived there 

would be peace between the two factions. 

The Lord impressed on Don that this way of su-

ing for peace between the two tribes was exact-

ly what he needed to be able to share the Gos-

pel with these people. By God the Father giving 

His Son to the people of the tribe, as long as the 

Son lives there will be peace between them. The 

Peace Child! 

Today 80-90% of the Sawi people have become 

part of God’s forever family. They are now send-

ing missionaries to the other tribal people near 

them. 

Fast forward to 2024… 

New Harvest Church has a partnership with a  

 

ministry to the Sunda people of Indonesia. 

(PARI)  As I have explored the various ministries 

that are reaching out to the Sunda people, I 

have come across a group that has discovered a 

cultural link similar to that of the Peace Child 

that Don Richardson discovered with the Sawi 

people. 

The Sunda community is awaiting a kingdom 

era that is led by a King known as Budak Angon 

(Shepherd King)/Ratu Adil (King of Justice). The 

Sunda people have a great love for music and 

the theater. The group I am in contact with is 

producing movies and television programs 

based on the teachings of the Shepherd King. 

As they have produced the movies using many 

Muslim people in their movies, the people are 

beginning to respond to the teaching that Jesus 

is the long awaited Sheperd King. Even some of 

the Sunda royalty are beginning to recognize 

that Jesus is the only one who can fulfill the 

prophecy. 

Our God is so good and His glory covers all of 

the earth! Let us worship Him and thank Him for 

preparing the way by placing this culturally rele-

vant teaching in the Sunda people...truly He has 

placed...Eternity in Their Hearts!
