 Nothing is hidden 

 Eternity in His hand 

 Incredibly valuable 

 Honor the Son; confession of faith 

“If  you cofess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your 
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.” 
  — Romans 10:9, ESV  

 Honor the Holy Spirit; fellowship with Him 

He has the primary role in our lives.  

The blasphemy of the Holy Spirit, persistent resistance, will not be 
forgiven. 

Assurance of his campanionship
