Acts 1:1-11 

Jesus hands the baton to the Holy Spirit: 

1st— Wait (verse 4) 

“clothed with power”      Luke 24:49 

How long?  10 days 

Isaiah 30:15-16 

Strength comes in quietness and trust. 

“Breathe in” 

2nd — When   (verse 8) 

“baptized with the Holy Spirit” = cover & fill 

In John 7, Jesus refers to the Holy Spirit as “living water” 

Zachariah 4:6 

3rd — Witness  (verse 8) = The theme of the Book of Acts 

1) Personal experience 

2) Show & Tell 

3) “martus” means martyr
