2. Two types of peace

b. The peace of God  

3. Action required:  John 14:1 — “Do not let your hearts be troubled believe 

in God, believe also in me.” 

4. Circumstantial Mark 4:39 “Peace! Be still”  

And it happened instantly 

5. And, sometimes it is right through the middle of the pain.  

Luke 22:42-43 “Father if you are willing take this cup…and there appeared 

to him an angel…” 

6. John 14:27 — “. . . my peace I give you not as the world gives . . .” 

7. Isaiah 26:3—“Perfect Peace” comes to the mind that is “stayed on him” 

because he trusts in him. 

8. Psalm 34:14 — “Seek peace and pursue it.” 

9. Key Point: “Not how possible is it, but how am I enjoying him?”
