Here are some of the security and safety

measures that we implement with New Harvest

Kids:

All volunteers (18+) are background checked

and have gone through a screening/training

process.

Kids wear security tags to ensure they are

released to an authorized adult.

If your child needs you during service,

volunteers will send a text using the

classroom iPad.

Volunteers are trained in the “3 Person Rule”

to ensure they are never alone with an

unrelated child.

Volunteers do not change diapers or assist

children in the bathroom. If your child needs

changing or assistance you will receive a text

from the classroom iPad.
